Virtual Microscopy
Complete the following on a separate piece of paper. You will need to turn in your sketches and analysis paragraphs. This assignment will be worth A QUIZ GRADE!

You can also find this site by Googling “Molecular Expressions Microscopy Primer.”

1. Once you are at the site, you should be looking at an interactive tutorial of virtual scanning electron microscopy.

2. Scroll down until you see a drop down menu labeled “Choose A Sample.”

3. Select a sample from the drop-down menu. On your separate sheet of paper, record which sample you have selected.

4. Adjust the focus, contrast, and brightness to positions where you can see the sample clearly. Record these settings on a separate sheet of paper. See below for an example:

5. Sketch your sample at the lowest magnification.

a. Note: These and other sketches will be turned in. They do not have to be artistically perfect, but should reflect that you visited the site.

6. Sketch your sample at the next highest magnification. Continue to increase the magnification, making a sketch at each level. 

7. Go to the drop down menu and select a different sample. You do NOT have to produce a similar set of sketches for this sample, but you should observe what happens as you increase the magnification. Record what you have selected as your second sample.

8. In at least three paragraphs of no fewer than five sentences each:

a. Describe what you noticed as you increased the magnification of your first sample.

b. Compare this with increasing the magnification of your second sample. What similarities do you notice? What differences?

c. What are some of the benefits of using the scanning electron microscope as compared to the light microscope that we used in class? What are some of the drawbacks? Which would you rather use?
