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Reptiles

· Bilaterally symmetric

· Presence of a body cavity: yes  (coelomate)

· Is a deuterstome

· Complete digestive system.  It is composed of the esophagus, stomach, small intestine, colon, and glands.

· Nervous System: Consists of a brain, spinal nerve cord, spinal cord, and sense organs.

· Excretory System: The kidneys are used to excrete waste.

· Circulatory System: Consists of a three-chambered heart that has two atria, one variably partitioned ventricle, and two aortas that lead to systemic circulation.

· Life Cycle: Reptiles start out small after hatching from the egg and than keep growing. 

· A snake starts out as a little snake and then keeps growing until it is an adult snake.
