Newscast: Genetic Disorders
For this project, you will work with two to three of your peers to create a newscast about a genetic disorder and the body system(s) it affects.

Your newscast should include information on the disorder including:

· The name/names of the disorder

· Who the disorder affects (demographics such as age, gender, ethnicity if applicable) and population (frequency in certain populations). Demographic information should be explained with relevant statistics cited.

· Symptoms of the disorder EXPLAINED in depth. (Merely listing symptoms is not explaining them.)

· How the disorder is diagnosed. The method of diagnosis should be explained clearly, with any relevant techniques explained in audience-appropriate terms.

· Treatments for the disorder. Treatment methods are explained clearly, with any relevant techniques explained in audience-appropriate terms.

· How the disorder is transmitted, including explaining a sample pedigree for the disorder within a family and a sample Punnett square showing how it is transmitted.

Your newscast should include information on body system(s) affected by the disorder. If more than one system is affected, select one system to focus on, but mention others in more general terms.

· The components of the body system with the function of each part should be explained briefly. A clearly labeled graphic or graphics of the system should be included and explained. 
· Select one organ of the system and explain how the disorder affects that organ in depth. A clearly labeled graphic or graphics of the organ should be included and explained.
· Explain clearly and in-depth how treatment affects the body system/organs in terms of any medications/treatments’ effect on specific body systems. If more than one treatment is available, select and explain the most readily available/preferred treatment. You should demonstrate a clear connection between treatment and the body system. 

· Your newscast should explain information in a clear and logical fashion, and serve to effectively communicate information on your chosen topic.
· All students in the group should be able to clearly explain the content presented in depth and answer reasonable questions about the content. All technical vocabulary and processes should be explained.

· ALL FACTS PRESENTED SHOULD BE ACCURATE AND RELEVANT TO YOUR TOPIC.

· Your newscast should be 8 to 12 minutes long, plus time for questions and answers. The pacing should neither be rushed nor too slow.

· Your newscast should have 99 accurate spelling/grammar/formatting.

· You should have multiple copies of any media (power points, etc.) backed up and present for presentations. (For example, multiple people have presentations on CD or memory key.)
· Cite more than 10 sources in MLA on a written works cited page! You should also refer to them as part of your presentation.
